Former 9th District Congressman remembered for standing up for constituents

The people of the
North Georgia Mountains
have lost one of their near-
est and dearest friends.

Retired 9th District
U.S. Congressman Ed
Jenkins died on New Year’s
Day at Piedmont Hospital in
Atlanta at the age of 78 from
an extended illness.

Visitation is scheduled
for 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. Friday,
at Cagle Funeral Home in
Jasper.

Funeral services are
scheduled for 11 a.m. Sat-
urday at the First Baptist
Church of Jasper. Rep.
Jenkins will lie in state at
Antioch Baptist Church of
Blairsville from 1 p.m. to 3
p.m.

Graveside services are
scheduled for 3 p.m. at
Antioch Church Cemetery
with full military honors.

The Blairsville native,

born in Young Harris, gradu-
ated from Union County
High School in Blairsville in
1949. Jenkins went on to
graduate from Young Har-
ris College and the Univer-
sity of Georgia School of
Law. He became a lawyer
in 1958.

Jenkins served on the
legal staff of the Federal
Bureau of Investigation in the
late 1950s; later as an aide to
U.S. Congressman Phil
Landrum; and spent the early
1960s as a prosecutor for the
U.S. Attorney’s Office.

In 1976, Jenkins, a
Democrat and a veteran of
the U.S. Coast Guard, was
elected to the 9th District
Congressional Seat as suc-
cessor to Rep. Landrum.

Rep. Jenkins repre-
sented the 9th Congressional
District of Georgia for 16
years until his retirement
from Congress in 1993. Dur-
ing his years of Congres-
