Indians bring the thunder in 42-14 victory at Murray County

Towns County hosts Riverside Military in Friday’s home opener

Chatsworth - Towns
County is 1-0 for the first time
since 2021 following a 42-14
season-opening victory at Mur-
ray County.

The Indians were all
geared up and ready to go
when the scheduled game at
Chatsworth was called for ex-
treme weather.

The game was postponed
until Saturday, August 17th at
noon and it was a scorcher. The
thermometer topped out at 91
degrees. But that didn’t hinder
the Indians. Our tribe bested
their tribe (Murray County In-
dians) 42 -14.

Towns County grabbed a
14-0 lead after one and doubled
the lead entering the break. The
Indians held a 35-0 advantage
through three.

“I was very excited by
how well the team showed us
what we see in practice every
day,” head coach Jason Roque-
more said. “We tell the guys to
go out there and do your job to
the best of your ability and that’s
what we saw. Tremendous ef-
fort. Watching the film, even the
mistakes we made were made
with effort.”

Quarterback Peyton Mc-
Gaha completed 13 of 14 passes
for 154 yards and two touch-
downs for a 152.8 rating.

Tucker Engert had two
carries for 37 yards and a touch-

down. Additionally, Engert had
five catches for 86 yards and a
33-yard touchdown.

Dustin Barrett had 20 car-
ries for 139 yards and two touch-
downs, with a long of 50 yards.
He also had seven catches for 33
yards. Morgan Walker had one
catch for 20 yards and Grayson
Youngblood had one catch for
15 yards and a touchdown.

The defense played just

as hard. Engert had five tackles
and snagged three interceptions.
Dustin Barrett had five tackles
and caught two interceptions.
Walker made 10 tackles. Jacob
Nicholson made a sack and
caused two quarterback hurries.
Youngblood had six tackles.
Deep in the second half
with the team well ahead Dustin
Barrett took multiple direct
snaps for runs to maintain pos-
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session and melt the clock.

And let’s not forget Reed
Adams. He had a touchback into
the end zone and converted all
six extra points.

When asked about the
team’s progress so far, Roque-
more says, “it’s still very early,
but our confidence in the things
we are coached to do is growing
and we’re very hopeful.”
