Indians blank RMA, improve to 2-0 for first time since ‘08

In front of a huge and 
supportive hometown crowd, 
the Towns County Indians 
took on Riverside Military 
Academy last Friday, Aug. 23, 
and despite numerous penal-
ties, they edged Riverside 
14–0. 

For the first time in 16 
years, the Indians are sitting 
at 2-0 and have a chance to 
match that same 2008 squad’s 
3-0 start when they visit 2-0 
Lakeview on Friday. 

During the win over 
Riverside, Towns County got 
on the board in the second 
quarter to take a 7-0 edge into 
the break. Later, the Indians 
put the game away with a 
fourth-quarter score.

Quarterback Peyton 
McGaha completed 11-of-18 
passes for 122 yards. The team 
rushed for 96 yards and two 
touchdowns while Riverside 
had 25 carries for 64 yards. 

The Indians also con-
verted four of its five third 
down conversions, while the 
visiting team converted only 
one of six. 

Offensively, Dustin Bar-
rett had 12 carries for 60 
yards and two touchdowns. 
He caught five passes for 50 
yards. Alexander Baert had six 
carries for 68 yards with two 
catches for 19 yards. 

Grayson Youngblood 
had two catches for 31 yards 
and Morgan Walker had two 
catches for 22 yards. 

However, the offense 

also committed 10 penalties 
for a total of 176 yards with 4 
touchdowns called back. 

“As a Coach I have to 
say I’m disappointed with 
the penalties, but I also think 
tonight was some of the best 
defense we’ve played,” said 
Coach Roquemore.

Remembering that the 
purpose of the defense is to 
do whatever it takes to keep 
the other team from scoring, 

and that defense wins cham-
pionships by generating stops, 
turnovers and pressure, is 
certainly what the Indians did 
last Friday.

Alex Henderson had 
nine tackles with three tackles 
for a loss, 1.5 sacks and two 
quarterback hurries. Jacob 
Nicholson had six tackles, 
two sacks and four tackles for 
a loss. 

Wyatt Woody had five 

tackles and half a sack. Day-
len Sosebee had five tackles 
and half a sack. And Morgan 
Walker had eight tackles. 

“We’ve got another great 
opportunity next week. It will 
be just another week of try-
ing to go 1 – 0,” said Coach 
Roquemore.

Friday’s win marked 
Towns County third shutout 
under Roquemore.

This week marks the 
16th meeting between Lakev-
iew and Towns County with 
the Lions taking 9 of the 15 
previous contests.
