Indians improve to 3-1 with 47-6 win over Greenville

The boys in blue sound-
ly defeated the Greenville Hur-
ricanes last Friday Sept. 6th at 
home. The final tally was 47-6. 

The boys in blue did not 
make the same mistakes as the 
previous week at Lakeview 
with penalties and touchdowns 
being called back. They fought 
valiantly for every yard and 
every score.

Offensively, the Indians 
had 281 yards compared to 
the Hurricanes’ 151 yards. 
Quarterback Peyton McGaha 
completed 5 of 7 passes for 
98 yards and Dustin Barrett 
had 22 carries for 175 yards, 
4 touchdowns, along with 4 
catches for 93 yards. Alex 
Baert had 3 carries for 38 yards 
and a touchdown. 

But Baert worked both 
sides of the pigskin. He had 
6 tackles all for a loss, 1.5 
sacks, a fumble recovery for 
a 94-yard touchdown and 5 
quarterback hurries. Barrett 
had 2 tackles, 1 interception 
for a 56-yard touchdown and 
broke up a pass. 

Daylen Sosebee had 3 
tackles, half a sack, 1 tackle 
for a loss and 1 interception. 
Morgan Walker had 7 tackles 
and a tackle for a loss. Jacob 
Nicholson had 4 tackles, 1 
tackle for a loss and half a 
sack. 

The most explosive 
plays of the game came on a 
fumble recovery and on the 56-
yard pick-6. But altogether the 
team worked like a well-oiled 
machine.

lose.

“I thought we really em-
braced our standard in Friday’s 
performance,” said head coach 
Jason Roquemore. “Even when 
we made some mistakes, we 
never let the last play affect 
the next play. So that’s en-
couraging. 

“Overall, every week 
presents new opportunities,” 

he continued. “We need to 
continue to learn and focus on 
how to prepare. Details and 
discipline are critical pieces 
of the game and that showed 
in our performance on Friday 
night.” 

The devil is always in 
the details, but ‘the Rock’ and 
the boys are planning each 
day.  They are taking a page 
out of Hall of Famer Peyton 

Manning’s book. He said, “I’ve 
never left the field saying I 
could have done more to get 
ready. And that gives me peace 
of mind.”
