Indians fall 41-7 against GWA Bulldogs in Don Williams Stadium

Towns County Indians put 
up a valiant effort against 
9th ranked George Walton 
Academy during the Bull-
dogs’ Homecoming Game on 
Friday, Sept. 14, but the Boys 
in Blue ended up falling to 
George Walton 41-7 on Keith 
Henderson Field.

The Indians demon-
strated several moments of 
greatness in the game that 
ended in a cool, light rain that 
Friday night, though much of 
the contest was plagued by 
Towns County turnovers and 
short yardage on drives.

Overall, the Indians 
are now 2-2 on the season, 
and the game against George 
Walton amounted to their 
first loss in region play.

The Indians made their 
lone score of the evening 
following a series of terrific 
plays in the second half, and 
it all started with a remark-
able fumble recovery by 
senior Andrew Griffin on a 
Bulldog punt return.

Griffin picked up the 
ball on the Indians’ own 39-
yard line, and with 3:15 left 
in the third quarter, Towns 
County began to work their 
way up the field.

A number of successive 
carries by sophomore Garrett 
Oakes, senior Tyler Swanger 
and senior Nick Bradley 
moved the ball up to the 
Bulldogs’ 28-yard line.

From there senior quar-
terback Trent Bradshaw fired 
a throw at senior Will Travis, 
who deftly caught the ball 
and ran it in for a touch-
down.

Senior Wesly Calhoun 
easily handled the point after 
kick, giving the Indians 7 

points for the game.
And even though the 

matchup ended in defeat, the 
Indians felt plenty supported 
by both the Towns County 
Varsity Cheerleaders and 
the Indian Raider Marching 
Band, with good turnout from 
local parents and several 
members of the community.
